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Members present were:   John Magness ,  Tom Siehl  and Pat Clements, City Manager .  Absent was Rob 
Kaufman. Also present was Samuel L. Hill, City Planner.

The first  item of business was the  roll call. Following the roll call Mr. Magness personally thanked Mr. 
Siehl agreeing to be re-appointed for one more meeting which allowed the applicants to have their cases 
reviewed and decided upon in a timely manner. Mr. Clements also thanked Mr. Siehl on behalf of staff 
for his time served on the BZA.

A motion was made  by Mr. Siehl and seconded 
by Mr. Magness  to move the election of officers to the next available meeting since Mr. Siehl will be 
stepping down after this meeting and a new member will be joining the board.

The third item of business was  consideration of the minutes from the Board of Zoning Appeals   meeting  of 
December   2 , 201 5 .   A motion was made by Mr.  Siehl  and seconded by Mr.  Magness  to approve as 
submitted.

BZA-15-11-01 – 214 E. Warren Street – Reconstruction of a Legal Nonconforming Residential Dwelling

The next item of business was an application submitted by  Ms.  Marilyn Haley   to reconstruct a  fire 
damaged  non-conforming residential structure  to its original footprint  within the R-1U zone .   The structure 
was damaged beyond 50% of  the  market  value  and requires BZA approval to be reconstructed in its 
original footprint .   After staff summarized this agenda item, a motion was made by  Mr. Siehl and 
seconded by Mr.  Magness  to open the public hearing.  Seeing no public input a motion was made by Mr. 
Siehl and seconded by Mr. Magness to close the public hearing.   Next, a  motion was made by Mr. Siehl 
and seconded by Mr. Magness to  approve the variance to allow the non-conforming residential dwelling 
to be reconstructed in its original building footprint prior to the fire occurring  at  214 E. Warren Street , 
subject to the following conditions:

(1) All required City and County permits shall be obtained prior to beginning any construction 
activity at the subject site.

(2) Any variation from the approved plans may require additional review by the BZA, Planning 
Commission and/or the Department of Planning and Development prior to changes occurring.

(3) The owner shall consult with the Department of Planning and Development prior to any future 
improvements, renovations and/or refurbishment of the structure.

BZA-15-11-02 – 105 N. Broadway – Dimensional Variance – Nonresidential Parking

The next item of business was an application submitted by  Mr. Bill Chester, on behalf of  Bunnell  Hill 
Development and the City  of Lebanon   to allow the construction of off-street and off-site parking that 
encroaches within the minimum setback from adjacent lot lines, within the front yard of the CBD zone 
and with the minimum distance of the public right-of-way at 105 N. Broadway (LCNB Redevelopment 
Project).  After staff summarized this agenda item, a motion was made by Mr. Siehl and seconded by Mr.  
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Magness  to open the public hearing.  Seeing no public input a motion was made by Mr. Siehl and 
seconded by Mr.  Magness to close the public hearing.  Next, a  motion was made by Mr.  Siehl  and 
seconded by Mr.  Magness , to  approve the requested variances  at  105 N. Broadway , subject to the 
following conditions:

(1) All required City and County permits shall be obtained prior to beginning any construction 
activity at the subject site.
